1. $400 for those persons who are not parishioners
—other parishes.

2. $300 for parishioners who are registered but who
do not support the parish financially

time and talents.

3. $200 for parishioners’ children who are now
independent but return for their wedding,
provided that the parents support the parish.

4. $200 for those who are supporting members of
the parish.

5. $50 for hose preparing for marriage but who
will be married elsewhere.

... This preparation fee also applies to those who
are civilly married and seeking a simple wedding
in the Catholic Church (convalidation).

6. Fee for the wedding is to be paid in order to
reserve the church.

Persons with a special role in the wedding liturgy

Clergy: Catholic priests who are your relatives
or friends are welcome to officigteuatweddinig
Sacred Heart Church, or to ctanatde They will need
to follow our Diocesan and Parish guidelines for liturgy.
Clergy of other faiths are also welcome to participate in
the wedding liturgy (for example, by proclaiming a
Scripture reading, or the General Intercessions). Only a
Cathoti bishop, priest, or deacon may officiate in a
Catholic Church.
